On 4 May 2022 Crown Law Office confirmed Manatu Wahine (and other agencies involved in
kaupapa inquiries) is part of a legal discovery request in relation to claimant funding. We are now
preparing our response and related brief of evidence, to meet the requirements of this “mini
inquiry” on claimant funding. We will continue to keep you updated.

Dr Robin Peters (Ngapuhi and Ngati Whatua) graduated with a Doctorate of Philosophy from
Auckland University on 7 May 2022. Her research ‘Papatuanuku’s Progeny’ examines the
challenges that wahine Maori overcame in creating poetry 50 years ago and profiles seven wahine
Maori poets.
